FYFCA MEMBERSHIP & RULES OVERVIEW:

Dover Youth Sports & Activities, Inc. Are a charter member of the Florida Youth Football and Cheerleading Association (FYFCA). The ultimate purpose of this association shall be to provide a unified youth sports program with a major emphasis on fun and enjoyment for all youth interested in playing and developing football and cheerleading skills. FYFCA shall be known as the Association or Conference.

“WHERE YOUTH COMES FIRST”

FYFCA is comprised of eight (8) organizations listed as follows: Turkey Creek Trojans, Antioch Redskins, Brandon Cowboys, PineCrest Pilots, Brandon Lions, Dover Patriots, Lakeland Gators and Valrico Rams. The organizations pay membership dues to FYFCA and are governed by the Associations By-Laws and Football & Cheerleading Rules and regulations.
Football teams and Cheerleading squads rosters are determined by the participant’s league age date as of July 31st of the current season. Football players (except Mighty Mites) must play in divisions by weight as well. This initial weight restriction must be met at the Official Weigh-In, which is held during the season opening Jamboree, after which each player is allowed to gain one (1) pound per week until 3rd game week. If a player starts late in the season (no players can be added after 3rd scheduled game), he/she still must make the initial weight. Weigh-Ins are held one (1) hour prior to each game time each week. No late weigh-ins will be allowed. These regulations are enforced by the Association and cannot be altered by individual organizations.

Football games are played according to the Florida High School Athletic Activities Association Rules with several exceptions. The primary differences are:

1) Shorter Game times per quarter:

· Mighty Mites – (2) 15 minute Halves (8 minute half time)

· Peewee, Midgets, Super Midgets – 8 minutes

· Jr. Varsity – 9 minutes

· Varsity – 10 minutes

2) 21 Point Rule: When there is a point spread of twenty-one (21) points or more, the following rules go into effect:

a. In the event of a continuous clock due to the 21-point rule, the team down by 21 points has the option of continuous clock/not mandatory. If the team down by 21 points chooses the continuous clock, the clock will only be stopped for time-outs, and official time-outs, and injury time-outs.

b. When the point spread falls below twenty-one (21) points, normal time keeping shall resume.

3) Extra Point Values: Mighty Mites, Pee-wee, Midgets, Super Midgets, Jr. Varsity:

· Running the ball – One (1) point

· Kicking the ball – Two (2) points

Varsity Divisions:

· Running the ball – Two (2) points

· Kicking the ball – One (1) point

Divisions:

FYFCA is divided up by Divisions. The Eastern Division & The Western Division. Each year the conference will determine what Division each league will participate in. This year Dover is in the Western Division, along with the Antioch Redskins, Valrico Rams, and Brandon Lions. We will play everyone in our division twice and then everyone in the Eastern Division once.

Dover Patriots Organization Overview

The DYSA Youth Football and Cheerleading Program are incorporated as a non-profit organization. We operate as a corporation organized under the laws of the State of Florida. Dover was organized in the early 70’s to sponsor and promote youth sports activities in the East Hillsborough area, with the express purpose as follows:

· To provide the welfare of children and youth in the community of Dover, Florida and surrounding communities.

· To establish a youth football and cheerleading program to represent Dover, Florida and surrounding communities in competition throughout the State of Florida.

· To establish youth in other sports of Dover, Florida and surrounding communities.

· To develop and encourage in our youth the America principles of community and personal loyalty, teamwork, and constructive effort, the spirit of competition, principles of fair play, physical and mental discipline and development, and the principles of sacrifice and rewards.

Currently, DYSA provides the opportunity for boys and girls between the ages of 4 – 16, to participate in a well-organized highly structured football and cheerleading program. No child is denied the opportunity to participate in either sport due to financial reasons, as “scholarship/sponsorship/patriot pledges” are available upon request. Please see the President and/or Treasurer for special payment programs. A twenty (20) member Board of Directors, who lead and abide by the DYSA By-laws, and Rules and Regulations in accordance with the FYFCA By-laws & Rules. The Board of Directors meets once a month and are open to the parent/guardians of registered participants and invited guests. Prior notice to present an agenda item must be given to the President at least 24 hours in advance. The Board welcomes your participation during open forum discussion, which takes place at the beginning of each meeting. Minutes are available for reviewing by request to the Secretary or President.

DOVER PATRIOTS POLICIES and GUIDELINES

By allowing your child to participate in the Dover Patriots Youth Football & Cheerleading program you are agreeing with the following provisions:

REGISTRATION FEES: 

Our registration fees are compared yearly with other organizations, with other sports programs, and with our needs so we may provide your children with a quality football & cheerleading program. Registration fees are also affected by the amount of funds our organization can acquire through fund raising efforts and solicited donations. Together the fees and money raised go directly into supporting the facilities, equipment, insurance, and other expenses to maintain a safe and enjoyable experience for your youth athlete.

REFUND POLICY:  

All requests for refunds must be presented in writing, for approval by the Board of Directors. All deposits collected are non-refundable. Requests for any refunds must be submitted in writing to the board with the following information:

a. Athletes Name and Team

b. Amount requested

c. Reason for request

d. Parent or requesters name, address, phone number

e. Date of request

f. Form attached stating all equipment for either Cheer or Football has been returned from the Equipment Manager or Athletic/Cheer Director.

Any request must go before the board of directors for approval.

REGISTRATION and ORGANIZATION REQUIREMENTS:

Prior to your athlete being allowed to participate in practice, all paperwork and registration fees must be paid in full. Coaches will be provided a list of players/cheerleaders missing information and payment and have the athletes gone to their parents to resolve. The following must be provided and on file:

INSURANCE:  

The Dover Patriots, as well as all other teams in FYFCA, pay for and are covered by liability and medical insurance. It is extremely important to note that this insurance has the following characteristics:

· 1). It provides liability coverage for officers, directors, coaches, participants and other volunteers acting on behalf of the organization at all organizational functions.

· 2). It is designed to supplement your current health insurance/major medical insurance. Without your own insurance policy, in the event of an injury to your child, you will be responsible for a deductible payment.

There will be an automatic Expulsion for:

· 1. Drinking (alcoholic beverages)

· 2. Participation in any illegal drug activities.

· 3. Fighting while at any Dover Function.

Ejection of an athlete, coach, board member or parent:

Any athlete, coach, volunteer, parent or Administrator that is ejected by an official, they will be removed from any further participation of that event and suspended from the next event. They may also be subject to disciplinary action and may be required to meet with the disciplinary committee for review.

The players/cheerleaders are required to support ALL FYFCA events. List of these events are:

Cheer Clinic: Instructional clinic for cheerleaders and coaches. Participation by all squads is MANDATORY
JAMBOREE:
The 2009 Jamboree games are scheduled for August 2 vs Redskins at home and August 9th at the Trojans field All FYFCA teams will go to 2 Jamboree Games. This is the first opportunity of the season for all organizations to perform with one another. All age divisions participate in Jamboree. Attendance at the Jamboree is Mandatory for all Football & Cheerleading teams.

OFFICIAL WEIGH-IN:

The official Weigh-in for all football players (excluding Mighty Mites) is conducted during the Jamboree. Every football player must make his/her official weight by his/her scheduled Jamboree weigh in time. There are no exceptions to this rule. If a player is over the official weight, he/she has two options:
· 1). He/she may move up to the next higher division, if there is space available; or

· 2). Be removed from the Roster
No extra weight or allowances are permitted. Every football player must attend the Official Weigh-in. If there is any reason that he/she cannot attend, the Coach and President must be notified.

CONFERENCE PLAY-OFFS:

The games won-lost record of regular season play determines Conference Championships. The 1st place team will play the 4th place team and the 2nd place team will play the 3rd place team. The first round of Play-Offs will be held on November 1st , 2009, the Hosting teams will t.b.d.
SUPERBOWL:

The Play-Off winners will meet in the Super Bowl. The Stand in President will normally host  the Super Bowl on that year.

CHEER-OFF:

All cheerleading squads are required to compete in the FYFCA Cheer-Off. This event is the highlight of the Cheerleading season. Competition is by division between all eight (8) FYFCA Organizations. The Turkey Creek Trojans will host Cheer-Offs on November 8th, 2008. Check in time will be determined at a later date.

Dover Patriots Cheerleaders will participate in additional non-conference Cheer Competitions. It is mandatory that all squads participate in any competitions scheduled.

All Cheerleader activities must comply with the National Cheerleader Association Rules that have been chosen by the FYFCA and any Cheerleading rules set forth by the DYSA.

PRACTICES

All practices during the season once school begins, start promptly at 6:30PM and continue until 8:30PM. All athletes are expected to be in their practice area on time. Excessive tardiness can add up to unexcused absences, which will affect the athletes participation time, but also the chemistry and growth of the team. REGISTRATION PAPERWORK, all registration fees paid in full and all required forms must be completed before your athlete can participate in practices.

FOOTBALL PLAYERS are REQUIRED to complete (8) hours of NON-CONTACT or PADS conditioning prior to any CONTACT ACTIVITY.

RAIN/CANCELATION

Either the President or Vice President will make the determination with consulting the Football and Cheerleading Director on determining canceling practices and if rainout days will be rescheduled.

- If a rainout occurs practice will be rescheduled on Friday night. If more then one-practice rainout occurs, practice will be rescheduled on Wednesday & Friday night.

ABSENCES

Excused absences have to be called into the Head Coach or his/her designated representative. Excused absences include illness with doctor’s note, and an academic school/church function involving the athlete. School function does not include participation in school sports. One (1) unexcused absence will result in sitting one (1) quarter on the bench. Two (2) unexcused absences will allow you six (6) plays maximum. Three (3) unexcused absences and you will not play/cheer in that coming game.

TARDINESS

Practice times are critical for the development of each athlete and their team. Coaches spend many hours outside of practice and games to organize the schedules to maximize the limited time for practice. Being late disrupts that routine and many times your athlete misses critical instruction. Parents or athlete should call the coaches in advance to inform the coach they will be late. Practice starts at 6:30PM and your athlete should be on the practice field with their team ready to begin at that time. Each coach will provide your athlete the time to arrive on game day, please be there on time. Two (2) tardies will be equal to one (1) unexcused absence.

PARENTS

Parents should have one member remain at the practice facility and on game day at all times the athlete is participating. Please ensure your athlete has transportation at the end of practice or the game. Parents are not permitted on the practice or game field to assist unless they are certified and possess a Hillsborough County Certification Card and requested by the head coach. Only certified coaches and board members who are certified are allowed in the immediate practice and game fields with the athletes.

EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORM POLICY:
Equipment and uniforms are made available to each participant for the duration of the season only. At the conclusion of the season (or at any such time as required by the Board of Directors) all such equipment and uniforms shall be returned to the Board of Directors of the Dover Patriots. The parent/legal guardian of the participant to whom they were issued will purchase equipment and uniforms that have been misused, damaged, destroyed, or lost at their full replacement value.

CHEERLEADER UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS:

· The Dover Patriots provide the following Cheerleader uniform items:

Top/Vest & Skirt. (Top/Vest and Skirt are to be returned at the end of the season)

· The following items are included in all cheerleaders fees ($175.00):

Spirit Gear (Shirt & Shorts), Bloomers, Crop-Top, Hair-bow, (2 pair) Socks, and Cheer-offs & cheer clinic fees (All these items will be bought through Dover Park)

· Additional competition and Cheer clinic fees will be required as specified by the Dover Patriots.

· All cheerleaders are responsible for purchasing the following equipment:
Practice shirts & shorts (cotton) (Red, blue or white), Water bottle, cheer bag (optional), towel (optional), additional competition fees

Midgets, Super Midgets, Jr, Varsity and Varsity: Sports Bra

FOOTBALL EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS:

· The Dover Patriots will provide the following Football Equipment items:

Mighty Mites: Game Jersey, Game Shorts, 1 mouthpiece, Game socks, practice shorts & t-shirt

(These items are covered by your Football fee $ 125.00)

Peewee, Midget, Super Midget, Jr. Varsity and Varsity: Game pants, 7-piece pad set, Helmet and Shoulder Pads.

(All to be returned at the end of the season)

· The following items were included in the Football fees ($175.00)

Game Jersey, Practice Shirt & Pants, socks, belt, t-shirt and 1 mouthpiece. (All these items will be bought through Dover Park)

· All Players are responsible for purchasing the following equipment:

Mighty Mites: Cleats – Rubber (NO METAL), water bottle, soft athletic supporter (cup), and extra mouthpieces.

Peewee, Midget, Super Midget, Jr. Varsity and Varsity: Football Cleats – Rubber (NO METAL), soft cup jock, water bottle, extra mouthpieces

PRACTICE AND GAME DAY DRESS CODE:  Only Practice Uniforms may be worn to practice. Game uniforms (Jerseys, Pants, cheerleading Skirts & Tops, cheer shoes) cannot be worn to practice. If you wear any part or all of your game uniform you will not be allowed to practice. All participants must adhere to their team/squad dress code requirements as set forth by the Coaches and Dover Patriots Rules and Regulations.

EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORM ISSUE: All registration information, fee’s, sports physical, photo and birth certificate information must be completed and turned in before a Cheerleader/Player will be issued their uniforms or equipment. Under no circumstances shall uniforms or equipment be distributed to any participant without a parent or guardian signed form/equipment agreement form.

· Football Players:  Every fully registered football player will be fitted at a set date for their helmet & equipment. Equipment distribution will be handled one football team at a time. The Equipment Manager, Athletic director, Coaches & the President will be the only personnel to fit players. PLEASE REMEMBER: Game uniforms are to be worm on Game Day Only. Practice uniforms are for practices. Uniforms worn at any time other than a time authorized by the Board of Directors will constitute breach in the Equipment Agreement and the equipment will be requested to be returned to the Dover Patriots Board of Directors.
· Cheerleaders: every fully registered cheerleader will be fitted on a set date for his/her uniform and shoes. Uniform distribution will be handled one cheerleading squad at a time. Only Cheerleading Coaches designated Board Members and Cheerleader Director will be allowed in the uniform room during fitting time. PLEASE REMEMBER: Game uniforms are to be worn on Game day only. Spirit Gear (even though they have been purchased by you) must be reserved for the Jamboree, Clinics, and Competitions only. Shoes, socks, and Bloomers are to be kept clean for game days. Please DO NOT WEAR YOUR GAME SHOES TO PRACTICE. This will keep all uniform items in great shape for cheerleading competitions. Game uniforms worn at any time other than a time authorized by the Board of Directors will constitute a breach in the Equipment Agreement and the equipment will be requested to be returned to the Dover Patriots Board of Directors.
TAKING CARE OF YOUR EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORM:

FOOTBALL PLAYERS:
· Helmet – Always wear your helmet properly as you were instructed at your fitting. Do not ever sit or throw your helmet. The correct care and cleaning of your helmet is essential for it to maintain its protective abilities. NEVER, NEVER USE GASOLINE OR KEROSENE TO CLEAN YOUR HELMET. Use of such products will destroy its surface, weaken its surface, weaken its structure, and destroy the decals. Dishwashing detergent or a small amount of  “Soft Scrub” may be used to clean dirty areas. Always use caution when cleaning around the decals. Be sure to buff dry with a soft cloth. Never use steel wool or sandpaper. Use of these materials will damage the helmet’s shell. To lubricate the snaps on the helmet and chinstrap (especially after playing in the rain), apply petroleum jelly (Vaseline) or butter. Finally, if their forehead pad is stiff or hard, carefully rub a little petroleum jelly on it as well. This will keep the forehead pad soft and prevent cracking.

CHEERLEADERS:  

· Uniforms – CARE OF CHEER UNIFORM:

1. If you have IRON WATER, take your uniform to the laundry mat. Do not wash your uniform in the iron Water.

2. Do not wash the uniform with anything else wash it by itself.

3. Do not use bleach.

4. You can wash your uniform with regular washing powders & Clorox II (for colored Clothes).

5. If your child gets a stain on the uniform, use the stain remover BEFORE you wash the uniform.

6. HANG DRY. DO NOT PUT IN A DRYER!!!!!!!!!!!!! THE HEAT WILL DESTROY THE UNIFORM!
7. If the uniform needs Pressed, you may do so only on a low temperature.

8. Please do not allow your child to drink any colored drinks while wearing the Uniform, only drink clear liquids, example: Sprite, Lemon Lime PowerAde/Gatorade, Lemon Aide or Water.

9. Please do not allow your child to have, Ketchup, Mustard, Barbecue Sauce, Marinara Sauce or CHOCOLATE, WHILE WEARING HIS/HER UNIFORM.

10. Your child should only wear the Uniform 30 minutes before her game. If your child is caught playing in her uniform it will be taken up, and she will be dismissed from the program. If they have other siblings that are participating or just plan to stay after their game to watch the other games, they must change their uniform immediately after their game.

11. Do not allow your child to wear any type of jewelry. Jewelry will snag the Uniform.

THESE UNIFORMS ARE NEW, YOUR CHILD IS ONE OF THE FIRST TO WEAR THIS UNIFORM. THE UNIFORM MUST BE TURNED IN, IN THE SAME CONDITION THAT IT WAS ISSUED TO YOU IN. IF THE UNIFORM IS DAMAGED OR LOST THE COST FOR THE UNIFORM IS 150.00

· Cheer Shoes – should be cleaned with a damp soft cloth after wearing. Do not use bleach or any harsh chemicals as this will break down the shoes upper and lower sole materials.

FUNDRAISING:

Registration fees and fundraising moneys are the primary sources of income for DYSA, although fundraising may become burdensome, without these activities, a league such as ours would not be able to function and grow.

When the season begins the Team parent liaison will acquaint herself/himself with all the team parents, both football and cheerleading, to have a meeting to open lines of communications and set the wheels in motion for a very successful year. Fundraising can be a great deal of fun if put in the proper perspective. All of our fundraising projects are to better our program for our children.

The following are just a few items we will be selling at home games:

· T-shirts, hats, visors, and much, much more 

· Raffles

· Baked goods

· Many more items if necessary

If you have any ideas, please share them with our Fundraising Director.

Other major fundraisers may include:

VOLUNTEER / CONCESSION INVOLVEMENT:

Parent involvement is MANDATORY for successful football and cheerleading program. There are many areas that require volunteer service in order for our game days to succeed. Each family must pay a 50.00 concession fee at the time of registration. Each family is required to work a total of 3 home games & 3 practice nights in the concession stand.  Parents are also required to volunteer a total of 5 hours in a FYFCA event/volunteer work for the patriots. Some of the areas you can volunteer are outlined below. If you have not signed up at registration please see your team parent for available days. If you cannot work your shift it is your responsibility to find someone to work in your place. If you do not fulfill your concession & volunteer obligations you will not be refunded the concession fee of $50.00, and may result in your child’s inability to participate in any event until obligations have been met or arrangements have been made.

· Team Parent: The job of Team Parent Representatives is vital for the success of each Team. This person must first submit to the Hillsborough County background check. This parent is responsible for;
1. Helping the coach relay information to their team.

2. Distributing information from the board/organization to the participants and families.
3. Assisting the concession manager to staff the concession stand.
4. Attending practices to assist in general when needed.
5. Helping to organize the group and individual team pictures with the Patriots Vice President or President.
6. Organizing the purchase and distribution of team snack and drinks.
· Chain Crew: hold measurement chains and assist referees in managing sideline markers during each home game. FYFCA rules require three (3) home team parents per game.
· Press Box Announcer & Spotter: Get the best seat in the house by announcing the action on the field during the home games. Receive help from a partner “spotter” to validate plays, penalties and player’s results. FYFCA rules require one (1) per home game.
· Game Clock Timer: Responsible for managing the scoreboard and running the game clock. FYFCA rules require one (1) per home game.
· Ticket Gate Attendant: Responsible for manning the entry gate and collecting admission donations from fans. Disperse tickets and/or stamp hands. One (1) per each game.
· Game Day Videographer:  get the next best seat in the house by filming each home game and away game. The coaches preview these films each week to watch for strengths, weaknesses, and competitive strategy. Use your own camera. Two (2) per game- 1 each Cheerleading and Football filming.
· Team photographer: Minimum of one parent per team (football & cheer). Get next to the action on the sidelines at games and behind the scenes at cheer competitions and other events. Use your own camera. (Digital camera preferred) 

· Game Day Set Up: A minimum of five (5) people to help set-up the Football Field. This will include painting the stripes onto the field. This will also include placement of the field markers, goal post pads, American & Dover flags, Banners, sponsor banners/signs, booster tent and Patriot Tent.
· Field Clean Up: A minimum of five (5) people to help break down and put away all of the above items and clean up facility at the end of each home game.
· Sponsors: Help the Patriots raise money by being a sponsor or getting sponsors. Sell sponsorship packages and ads from business card size to large field banners.
· Yearbook: If you have the ability to create, design, format and help get these items published then we need you DESPERATELY. The yearbook is the season year-end book and is distributed after the season is over.
· Concession: Every parent must be willing to support this area. Without the concession stand there would be many things that the kids need that we would not be able to afford.
The Concession Schedule will work as follows:

Practice nights concession is open from 6:30 to 8:30 pm on practice nights. We need 3 parents per night. We only have five (5) home games. We have six teams. We need five (5) people in the concession during games. Each family is only required to work a total of 3 home games & 3 practice nights. At registration you were asked to pay a 50.00 fee. If you have not met your requirements you will be notified by a DYSA representative or your team parent, and the 50.00 fees will not be refunded. Please arrive 15 minutes prior to your shift to allow ease of changing in shifts and explanation of any details that may be necessary. This does not include any major fundraiser events. (I.e. Super Bowl – Play-offs – Cheer- Offs, etc)

· Awards/End of Season Banquet: Help play an important part and help organize the end of year banquet and getting bids for the dinner.
· Homecoming / Patriot Fest if apply: Help to organize and set-up hall for dance. Help ordering and getting donations for food, etc. Help order and getting supplies, crowns, and awards, etc. Also decorations.
· Parade if apply : Help get donations and decorations for the float. Help board members chaperone at the parade.
· FYFCA Fundraising Event ~

This event is a mandatory requirement of the conference. FYFCA rotates each event between the eight (8) organizations within our conference. 

Volunteers will be required, but not limited to, the following duties:

· Plan field

· Parking

· Extra helpers

· Duties of volunteers & stations

The concession stand will be open from 6:30PM – 8:30 PM on practice nights. However no food is to be cooked after 8:15 pm. Parents wishing to purchase cooked foods must do so in a timely fashion. 

Children are not permitted inside the concession doors. Please do not ask to have credit.

May we remind you that Alcoholic Beverages are prohibited by Hillsborough County Ordinance and may not under any circumstances be brought onto park premises. 

Coolers are not permitted on any field since the Concession Stand profits are an important source of revenue for the leagues.

Spectators may NOT stand at the fence hindering the view from the bleachers. Spectators must conduct themselves in an orderly manner at all times.
