

	1. Hillsborough County requires that anyone who is going to be involved with any youth sports program, as of 01/01/00, have a Background Check and must be County Certified.  You cannot begin any volunteer service with DYSA until Hillsborough County has completed said Background Check.  The Background Check cost is $5.00 per person.  Also, every person who is involved with DYSA must attend the Hillsborough County Coaches Certification Class to attain a Coaches Certification Card.  Due to these rules, under no circumstances are you to be on the field at any time, practices or games, nor can you Coach any child without completing those requirements and have been cleared through Hillsborough County Parks & Recreation Department.  The following is a list of those that must comply with these requirements: 
 
A.  All Board Members
B.  All Head Coaches
C.  All Assistant Coaches
D.  All Team Moms/Dads
E.  Water Boy (18 years of age and older)
 
2.  The Background Check Fee must be paid to the Dover Patriots at the same time you submit your application to be a Board Member, Coach or Volunteer.  
 
3.  All representatives, participants and members of DYSA shall follow the DYSA and Florida Youth Football and Cheerleading Association (FYFCA) Bylaws and regulations.
 
4.  Participants of DYSA may not move up to another team without a waiver from the Florida Youth Football and Cheerleading Association (FYFCA).  For NO reason can a child ever move down.  Waivers are grated for the following reasons only:
 
A.  If your football player is the heaviest on his/her team and cannot make weight.
B.  The only waivers granted for cheerleaders are: 
 
1.  The child is the oldest cheerleader on his/her squad and;
2.  The child's parent is a coach for the team that the child would move up to; which a child can only move up one squad level.
 
5.  Sports physicals are required for all participants and must be dated after May 1st of the current year.  Under NO circumstances shall a child start practice without a physical on file.
 
6.  In order for a child to receive a participation trophy, the child must have successfully completed the entire Football and Cheerleading season.  If a child quits or is removed from the team before the end of the season then he/she will NOT receive a trophy. 
 
7.  Participants are NOT allowed to play in their game uniform.  The uniforms are property of DYSA and are rented to the participants.  If your child is repeatedly caught playing in his/her uniform, we will take the uniform away from your child and your child could be subject to dismissal from their Team/Squad. 
 
8.  Practice is mandatory for all participants.  If practice gets rained out, we will make up our practice on Friday night.  If practice gets rained out for more than one night, we will make up our practice on Wednesday and Friday nights.  No extra practices shall be called without prior consent from the President.
 
9.  Practices and/or games shall not be canceled and/or rescheduled by any Coach; except with the approval of the President, and then, only if all children’s parents can be notified.  If failure to notify all parents, a member of the Coaching Staff must be present at the field to supervise the children whose parents could not be reached.  The Board of Directors expects that every effort will be made to have practice held as scheduled.  Any and all requests for a change must be submitted to the President for approval prior to such change and before the parents are notified.
 
10.  In the best interest of the participants of DYSA, full compliance of the On-Premises Agreement will be required.  The On-Premises Policy is as follows:
Know that participation in Cheerleading and Football can be dangerous.  Know that EMS WILL NOT treat your child until permission to treat has been granted by a Parent/Guardian:  Therefore, I, (Parent or Guardian), hereby consent to be on the premises for all practices, games, and/or activities.  I assume full responsibility for my child, knowing that emergency medical treatment may be withheld in the event of my absence from the field.
 
11.  All parents are requested to stay and watch their child’s practice.  Under NO circumstances shall any child, under the age of seven (7), ever be dropped off or left at the Park without a parent or an adult guardian present at all times.
 
12.  Parents are not allowed to enter the field during practice.  Parents are NEVER allowed to enter the field on game day, unless it is a medical emergency with their child.  DYSA must insist that parents stay behind the fence at all times, but do NOT stand at the fence hindering the view of others sitting in the bleachers.
 
13.  Should a problem arise with your child's Coach, your child's playing time during a game, or for any other problems; then the parent must present a written complaint to the Board of Directors the next practice day.
 
14.  All parents are required to work their scheduled Concession Duty at home games.  Each family is required five (5) hours of volunteer support; failure to fulfill your Concession obligation will result in a fee of $30.00.  The current Concession Schedule can be found on the “Parent Page” of the Dover Patriot website and is available from your child's Team Mom/Dad.
 
15.  No Coach shall ever leave practice or a game until they know that all the children on their Team/Squad have been picked up by a parent or adult guardian.
 
16.  Coaches must report all accidents to the President as soon as possible but not to exceed 24 hours.
 
17.  No Coach shall ever make changes to fundraising schedules or purchase merchandise for their Team/Squad without prior approval from the Board of Directors.
 
18.  All Scrimmages must be presented to the Athletic Director and then brought before the Board of Directors for approval.
 
19.  The Referee’s decisions are final; no exceptions.
 
20.  Any representative, participant, or member of DYSA that is involved in a fight, or involved in any illegal drug activities while on DYSA premises, or at any FYFCA event, shall immediately have their membership suspended.  A thorough investigation will be completed by the Board of Directors for discussion and a course of action.
 
21.  Under NO circumstances shall alcoholic beverages be brought into this Park.  Alcoholic beverages are prohibited by Hillsborough County Ordinance.  Any representative, participant, or member of DYSA that is caught drinking alcoholic beverages and/or intoxicated while on DYSA premises, or at any FYFCA event, shall immediately have their membership suspended.  A thorough investigation will be completed by the Board of Directors for discussion and a course of action.
22.  Representatives acting on behalf of DYSA are volunteers.  If you are unhappy with something or someone, please do not verbally or physically attack any member of DYSA.  Please bring your complaint, in writing, to the Board of Directors for discussion and a course of action.

23.  The local authorities will be called to handle fighting and/or abusive language.

24.  NO PETS ARE ALLOWED INSIDE THE GATES.  If you bring your pets to this Park, they must be kept in the parking area only.
 
25.  NO vehicles of any kind are allowed on the field.  Do NOT drive your vehicles through the gate in the End Zone.

26.  When leaving practice or a game, please throw all your trash away.  No Board Member can leave until the Park is clean.

VIOLATIONS OF THESE RULES COULD RESULT IN THE IMMEDIATE DISMISSAL FOR THE CURRENT FOOTBALL & CHEERLEADING SEASON.  IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS OR CONCERNS, PLEASE ATTEND “OPEN FORUM” AT THE BOARD MEETINGS.  PLEASE CHECK THE WEBSITE FOR THE NEXT BOARD MEETING, OR ASK A  D.Y.S.A. BOARD MEMBER
